Christmas wish list 
Winchester and Alton support Final Say referendum 
Thumbs down locally for Theresa May deal 
 
 
Christmas shoppers know what they want from Santa. Local pro Europe supporters 
held stalls at Winchester’s Buttercross last Thursday and in Alton High Street on 
Saturday. More than 100 people participated in the Brexitometer survey at each 
location.  Some 85% of those taking part want to stay in the EU, and would like the 
people to decide in a new referendum. 
 
Despite deep divisions in families, between friends and throughout society, people 
are still prepared to engage in debate. A Hampshire family, the parents and their 
daughter highlighted how these conflicts can be resolved. When asked the father 
said “we just all want to leave” at which point the daughter interjected “no, I don’t” 
and took a card to write to her MP demanding the People’s Vote.  
 
The survey in Winchester shows that opinions are gradually changing with 3.6% of 
those participating admitting to a change of mind. 5.5% are so fed up that they 
would accept any deal and similar low support is showing for the government deal 
both in Winchester and in Alton. Majority of those expressing opinion recognize that 
the EU offers the best deal available.  
 
Many overseas visitors to the city cannot comprehend why Britain wants to leave the 
EU. An Australian couple from Brisbane loved Winchester and were delighted to see 
the overwhelming wish of local people to stay.  
 
“Brexit is not working” cards to MPs were taken by the public.  Some were 
completed on the spot, and many more will be posted to Steve Brine (Winchester) 
and Damian Hinds (East Hampshire). Miles Fox, one of the activists said “We know 
that the job of the government and of the MPs is a difficult one, but it is irresponsible 
of them to lead us to a poorer future. Not just economically but politically and 
socially. In the modern world of the four major blocks, USA, Europe, Russia and 
China, the voice of others will not be heard.”
