Many tourists from the EUstopped by,delighted by the pro-Europe
display on the streets ofWinchester.OneGerman couple could not comprehend why
Britain would want to leave the EU, the wif@dding: “Where is the logic instanding alone
fighting Trump or Putin?’.

A French residentof Winchester, chatting with volunteer John Romero of Otterbourng
expressed her deep worry abouhot just the future of Britain but her own future too -
especiallywith a “No Deal Brexit. Sheintends to return to France after livingin, and
loving, the UK for more than 7 years.
